Star-Net Profile

Star-Net was established in 2000 and is a leading domestic provider of ICT infrastructure and AI application solutions. Star-Net focuses on network communication infrastructure represented by data center networks and optical communication, as well as AI application solutions represented by the information technology application innovation industry, the metaverse, visual networking, smart spaces, intelligent manufacturing, etc. It empowers the digital and intelligent transformation and upgrading of industries such as government, operators, the Internet, finance, healthcare, education, and manufacturing. At the same time, its business covers nearly a hundred countries and regions around the world, promoting the development of the global digital economy. 

In 2010, Star-Net was listed on the Shenzhen Stock Exchange (002396), and in 2022, its subsidiary Ruijie Networks was listed on the Growth Enterprise Market (301165), becoming a group enterprise with two listed companies. In 2024, the company's operating revenue reached 16.758 billion yuan. The company currently has two major science and technology parks in the High-tech Zone and Cangshan District, three major intelligent manufacturing bases including Haixi Park, Kegong Park, and the Intelligent Industrial Park, and has more than 10,000 employees.

As one of the first batch of national innovative enterprises and technological innovation demonstration enterprises, the R&D technical personnel of Star-Net account for about 50% of the total number of employees in the company. The company continuously invests more than 10% of its sales revenue in R&D every year. In 2024, the R&D investment accounted for 15.92% of the operating revenue, reaching 2.668 billion yuan. The eleven major network communication research centers around the world of Star-Net have formed the Star-Net Network Communication Research Institute. The company has a national-level enterprise technology center, a post-doctoral research workstation, an international science and technology cooperation base, and a national-local joint engineering research center for next-generation network equipment technology. The company has undertaken and been selected for many national-level projects such as the High-quality Innovation Project of the Ministry of Industry and Information Technology, the Industrial Internet Innovation and Development Project, the central budget investment of the National Development and Reform Commission, and the Science and Technology to Boost the Economy project of the Ministry of Science and Technology. It has established long-term industry-university-research cooperation relationships with the Chinese Academy of Sciences, Tsinghua University, the University of Science and Technology of China, Huazhong University of Science and Technology, Sun Yat-sen University, Xiamen University, etc.; jointly established joint laboratories with manufacturers such as Tencent Cloud, Lenovo, and Tongxin; and has carried out extensive multi-level and all-round technical cooperation with globally renowned manufacturers such as Baidu, Alibaba, Tencent, JD.com, ByteDance, and Inspur, forming a large number of core technologies with domestic and international leading levels. By the end of 2024, the total number of patent applications accumulated by Star-Net reached 5,051. 

Star-Net actively promotes the development of the company's strategic industries.
